The Main house All of the bedrooms are upstairs apart from the 
one accessible room which is on the ground floor.   
 

Five of the rooms in the Manor house are  
en-suite; the remaining five rooms have a sink 
but shared bathrooms. 
 

There are four shared bathrooms which have 
showers, sink and toilet.   
 

Ty Ddewi Accomodation (Space for 9 in total) 
2 singles beds with en-suite downstairs, Upstairs 2 x bunk beds & 
a single with en-suite & a further room with 2 single beds and en-
suite. 
 

Bryn Uchaf Annexe has eight rooms in  
total which include en-suite.  Four of these 
rooms have a bunk bed & 2 singles, 1 room 
has 1 bunk bed & one single and the 
remining rooms have 2 single beds in them 
one of these rooms is allocated on the 
ground floor so is an accessible room. 
 

Noddfa Flat is a self-contained flat which has 2 single beds or one 
double. 
 

The majority of the family rooms in the Manor & Annex have bunk 
beds.
